Rules & Consequences for Room 2

Students will be explicitly taught to do things “The East Way” (Respectful, Responsible, and Ready) consistently throughout all settings of our school.

If students have difficulty doing things the East Way, the following negative consequences will occur.
First Offense: Flip card from green to yellow – Warning.  The teacher will conference with the student and reteach the expected behavior.
Second Offense within the Same Day:  Flip card to red.  Consequences may include a timeout or loss of privileges.  This is considered a Minor Behavior. Please note: 3 Minor Behaviors within a month period = a Major Behavior.
Third Offense within the Same Day:  Flip card to black. Consequences may include a timeout, loss of privileges, office referral, parent contact, or suspension.  A Behavior Referral Form will be completed and put on file.  Parents will be contacted. This is considered a Major Behavior. 
Other Major behaviors include (but are not limited to) actions that cause harm, bullying, stealing, profanity, chronic defiance, vandalism, and weapons.
All cards will be returned to green at the end of each school day.
